e Major project works taken up under NLCPR/NESIDS/ Package during last 4 vears:

A. NLCPR (Non-Lapsable Central Pool of Resources):

M/DoNER approved & sanctioned 15 new projects under NLCPR at an approved cost of
Rs.525.13 crore during this period and released Rs.674.63 crore against the new & ongoing
projects and utilisation certificate for Rs.404.18 crore has been submitted to M/DoNER.

. BTC Packages:

Under this Package, 2 new projects have been approved and an amount of Rs.73.16 crore
was released for implementation of both new and ongoing projects. Utilisation Certificate
amounting to Rs.45.49 crore was forwarded to the Ministry.

. Dima Hasao Autonomous Territorial Council Package :

5 no. of projects at an approved cost of Rs.46.74 crore were approved by M/DONER under
this package during this period. Utilisation Certificate amounting to Rs.23.37 crore was
forwarded to the Ministry.

. NESIDS (North East Special Infrastructure Development scheme):

With an aim to fill up infrastructure gaps in certain identified sectors viz. water supply, power,
connectivity, specially the projects promoting tourism and social sector in the areas of
primary and secondary sectors of education and health, the Ministry of DoNER has
introduced a new scheme North East Special Infrastructure Development scheme
(NESIDS) from the year 2017-18 to 2019-20. Projects with an estimated cost of Rs.20.00
crore and above will be considered under this scheme. The Ministry of DoNER has approved
17 no. of projects at an estimated cost of Rs.471.55 crore under NESIDS and released

Rs.148.22 crore during this period.

During the year 2019-20, four(4) projects relating to the departments viz. WPT&BC -1,

Water Resources-2 and PHE-1 has been approved by Ministry of DONER under this scheme
at an approved cost of Rs.101.00 crore.
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
